In an excerpt from the book, Bishop quotes
the bible verse of Matthew 7:16, where Jesus states that
we know a tree by its fruits. "If we are spiritually free,
there will be good fruits to confirm our freedom - just
as bad fruits to confirm oppression or possession by
evil spirits. Our character and life reveal who lives in
our hearts: Jesus or the devil. "

There was even a time
when I stole a large amount of
money.

At this tender age, I already felt
attracted to older men. By age
12, I started smoking, drinking,
and prostituting myself. I also
persuaded my friends to do the
same. I later got involved with
witchcraft because I wanted to
put an end to my family. I had

altars and shrines dedicated to

| death. 1 performed rituals and

blood pacts to see my parents
suffer. I would also physically
abuse my brothers and myself,
causing injuries to my body.

I also had spiritual problems: I
heard voices, and at night, I felt
as if someone climbed on top of
me. | wanted to kill myself and
attempted suicide on three dif-
ferent occasions. I wanted to die
cruelly, so [ would cross the Street
without looking in an attempt
to achieve this. I eventually left
my house for several months and
rebelled against everything and
everyone. At school, I got into
fights and tried to create panic
in others. I thought I would gain
respect through fear.

It was when my mother brought
me to the Universal Church. I
went in planning to kill the Pas-
tor and the assistants. Someone
invited me to participate in the
Youth Group, but I went in-

Depression is part of the lives of millions of people around the

world. Just because people can't see depression doesn’t mean it's
not real. It’s not just a passing emotion you can hide; it isn't a
momentary mood swing. Depression is more than just a feeling;

it becomes a living nightmare for many people. Please read be-

low the story of Stephanie, who suffered from depression for ten

years, and today; she'’s living an everyday life.

fter losing a loved one, I be-
came depressed. I was de-
ressed for over ten years,
and with the depression,
I started having fear.
Sometimes, I could not
go to work because of the
depression and the fear.
Sometimes, [ would have
panic attacks; they were
so bad that I wouldn’t
be able to breathe, and
because of that, I would
be rushed to the emer-
gency room. The doctors
would make tests and tell
me everything was okay,
but I wasn’t.

I didn’t have a good
relationship  with my
family. My relationship
with my mother was not
good; I would speak to
her sometimes, and some-
times I didn’t. I didn’t talk
with my sister for 12 years,
and she didn’t allow me to
see the kids. I was angry
with my brother, and because of this,
we also had a bad relationship. Most
of the time, I couldnt go to family
functions due to the depression and
the kind of relationship I had with
them.

Being around people was a prob-
lem; I preferred being alone at home.
Whenever I got a call, I often couldnt
answer because I didn’t want to speak
to anyone.

My financial life was terrible; I had
a lot of debts, loans, and credit card
bills, which I could not pay, and all
this contributed to my depression
and frustrations. When I heard about
the Universal Church, I did not hes-
itate because I knew I needed help. I

so bad that I had to be

rushed to the emer-

gency room but all the
tests still showed that I
was okay as

— "Come to me, all you la-
bor and are heavy laden, and I will
give you rest." Matthew 11:28

The Universal Church in Harlem
held its Sunday Great Gathering of
Faith and Miracles at the AMC Mag-
ic Johnson Theaters in New York.

Pastor Luiz opened the service, pray-
ing with the "Blessed water." Today,
all Attendees brought an empty bot-
tle to receive the "Blessed water" from
the altar, which was consecrated and
blessed all week on the altar. The
Pastor reminded the Attendees of the
story of King Hezekiah, who was told
by the prophet Isaiah that the Lord
said he would die instead of live after

being ill.

King Hezekiah refused to accept the g

decision and called out to our Lord
vehemently, reminding Him of his
faithfulness and steadfastness to the
Lord. After that, the Lord changed
his mind, decided to heal King Heze-
kiah, and extended his days by fifteen
(15) years. II Kings 20: 1-7 As such,
do not accept any infirmities, illness,
sickness, or disease in your body; in-
stead, cry out to our Lord for help.

The Pastor prayed in the name of our
Lord Jesus that the power of God
would come inside the Attendees. He
instructed the Attendees not to ac-
cept any illness, sickness, or disease in
their bodies. Proclaim your healing:
"This body is not yours; get out!; I
reject you, Satan; I reject illness, sick-
ness, and diseases in Jesus' name."

The Attendees were then instructed
to take three (3) sips of the "Bless-
ed water" in the name of the Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit.

Water Testimony

Ms. Carmalita testified that she was
diagnosed with blood clots, which
caused her nerves to be damaged. Af-
ter drinking the "Blessed water," she
was no longer in pain and no longer
having pain.

The Pastor prayed for
protection and guidance, deliverance
from any issues, problems, or situa-
tions they faced causing them to suf-
fer. He reminded the Attendees that
Satan does not see children as chil-
dren, but as souls they want to de-
vour.

The Message

the midst of the valley, and it was
full of bones. Then He caused me to
pass by them all around, and behold,
there were very many in the open val-
ley; and indeed they were very dry.
And He said to me, "Son of man,
can these bones live?" So I answered,
"O Lord GOD, You know." Ezekiel
37:1-3 NKJV."

Pastor Luiz noted that the "Valley
of Dry Bones" symbolized suffering
people. He asked, "Can you not be
free from addiction, generational
curses, and incurable illness, sickness,
diseases? Can you not receive the
Holy Spirit?" He noted that we are
in this purpose of the "Valley of Dry
Bones" because the Lord inspired it
for a purpose/reason.

Testimony — Valley of Dry Bones to
Fountain of Living Water

Ms. Merlene, an Assistant, testified
that before coming to the church,
she was in the "Valley of Dry Bones."
She noted that her husband at the
time was very controlling and would
physically and emotionally abuse her
in front of her children. He was also

a womanizer who would threaten to
kill her constantly. She did not share
her problems with her family to pre-
vent additional issues. Because of
the abuse, she would think of ways
to kill her husband to get away from
the abuse. She then started worrying
about her children and thought it
best to kill herself and her children so

they would not suffer.

On the day she decided to kill her-
self by jumping into the East River,
she found the Universal Church. A
voice told her to get off the bus and
walk, and she met two Pastors from
the Universal Church, who offered
her help without knowing her situ-
ation. She was not receptive to what
the Pastors said because she did not
believe they could help her. She was
later struck by the words of one of
the pastors, which made her think
twice about killing himself. She start-
ed to attend church, brought pictures
of her family with her, and started
praying for her family.

She began attending Universal
Church on November 25, 2009, and
got baptized on December 20, 2009,
and by January 8, 2010, she received
the Holy Spirit. She noted that her

life could transform and get out of
the "Valley of Dry Bones" because
she listened and obeyed the Word of
God. "Again He said to me, "Proph-
esy to these bones, and say to them,
'O dry bones, hear the word of the
Lord!" Ezekiel 37:4

The Pastor noted that the Universal
Church is usually found in places
considered the "Valley of Dry Bones"
because the church's goal is to save
souls. He said that one who hears and
obeys the Word of God will become
a "Fountain of Living water" and can
give life to others. "... but whoever
drinks of the water that I shall give
him will never thirst. But the water
that I shall give him will become in
him a fountain of water springing
up into everlasting life." John 4:14

The Pastor noted that the secret to
the transformation is the "Word of
God"; we must listen to the "Word."

dson was a delivery man, and
Suellen was a retail sales
associate. Although they had

food on their table, the family's financial situation could
have been better. They lived in a rented two-bedroom
house full of cockroaches and dressed their daughter in
donated clothes. They slept on the floor for a while as
they couldn't afford a bed. There was no hope of
improving their lives.

"The only feeling I had was that nothing we were doing
was leading to a better life.
